As we near the beginning of a new fiscal year, here are some important reminders for 
changes effective July 1, 2010: 
 
The contribution rate for PEERS members will increase from 6.5% to 6.63%.  This same 
amount is matched by the employer. 
 
New regulations become effective which require a one ɣ month separation from work in 
order to be eligible for retirement.  For members retiring on or after July 1, 2010, termina-
tion of employment means that members must:: 

End ALL employment with PEERS ɣ covered employers 

Not be under contract for employment with any PEERS ɣ covered employer, and 

Not volunteer or return to work for a PEERS ɣ covered employer until at least one 
month has lapsed since their effective retirement date. 

 
In addition, all PEERS retirees and employers will be required to maintain a written record of the dates 
and hours worked after retirement. 
 
On the legislative front, as of the date of this writing, no legislation has passed which 
would have an impact on PEERS.  Legislation (House Bill 2113) has been introduced 
which would place all new hires in a defined contribution plan instead of the current de-
fined benefit plan. PSRS/PEERS, as well as all of the educational associations, testified in 
opposition to that legislation.  To date, that legislation has not moved out of the House 
Retirement Committee. 
 
At itsõ April meeting, the Board of Trustees re ɣ elected Tina Zubeck (the PEERS repre-
sentative on the Board) as Chair and elected Dr. Aaron Zalis as Vice Chair for the 2010 ɣ 
11 school year.  The Board also set the interest to be credited to member accounts at 1% 
for June 30, 2010.  Remember that the interest credited to member accounts has no effect 
on monthly benefit amounts.  Because PEERS is a defined benefit plan, benefits are cal-
culated using age, years of service and a formula factor. 
 
Investment markets have continued to rebound so far this year.  The investment return 
for PEERS fiscal year ɣ to ɣ date (July 1, 2009 through mid ɣ April) was in excess of 
20%.  The professional Investment Staff at PSRS/PEERS will continue to focus on the 
principles that have served PSRS/PEERS well for the last several years: diversification, 
sufficient liquidity, risk management, transparency and purchasing relatively cheap assets 
for the investment portfolio.  The Board and Staff firmly believe that this approach, re-
gardless of the market environment, will allow the Systems to build an investment portfo-
lio that should achieve at least an 8% rate of return over a long time horizon with accept-
able levels of risk.
